The United States Constitution, the source of our civil
rights, establishes a secular government—a unique and
intentional construction by our founders. The Secular
Coalition for America challenges claims that our “rights
are derived from God,” that we are a “Christian nation,”
and other theocratic fallacies that subvert our system
of government.

The Secular Coalition for America pursues advocacy
opportunities by:

e directly lobbying elected officials and their staff on
issues important to nontheists;

e collaborating with allied organizations to build visibility
and strength; and

e developing media contacts to bring our message to
the general public.

In 2007, the Coalition identified the
highest-ranking openly nontheistic
elected official, Rep. Pete Stark
(D-Calif.). The Coalition salutes the
courage and honesty of Rep. Stark,
the first member of Congress in
U.S. history to publicly acknowl-
edge a nontheistic worldview.
